ABOUT THE COMPETITION:

Invasive Species have been recognised as one of the major threats to biodiversity, yet awareness about their impact on species, ecosystems and livelihood is still very low. Although many scientific reports document the impact of alien invasive species on biodiversity, these reports use complicated jargon that makes them out of reach of the general public and even the decision makers. 

As a popular saying goes: “a picture is worth a thousand words”. Showing dramatic images that illustrate the impact of invasive species on ecosystems and human activities is a powerful way to raise awareness that invasive species are a serious threat to biodiversity and that is not only leading to the extinction of some rare species but that is also affecting our economies and our every day's life, and hence deserve urgent attention.

The competition is open to amateur and professional photographers throughout the world. Photographers are invited to submit entries related to the impact of alien invasive species in a diversity of ecosystems (marine, freshwater and terrestrial) that also show a link to socio-economic activities.
All submissions will be kept in the IUCN photolibrary and may be used in the future to help raise awareness on alien invasive species.
THE JURY:
A jury will be set up to decide on the best entries. The jury will be comprised of representatives of the IUCN and FUJI, as well as other organisations working on invasive species.

SELECTION CRITERIA:
Entries will be evaluated on their potential to capture the interest of a wide audience, and, especially, appeal to policy and decision makers. The jury will score entries on the following criteria:

· Relevance to the theme 

· Aesthetic appeal of the photograph 

· Composition, balance, colour and organization 

· Ability to relate conservation to mainstream and socio-economic issues 

· Potential impact on the public and policymakers 

· Photographer's insight as reflected in the accompanying short commentary or explanatory note will be given weight in the selection of winners 

AWARDS:
The elected 10 photos that illustrate best the impact of alien invasive species on both ecosystems and livelihoods will be printed in poster form and presented at the IUCN World Conservation Congress. 

Prize winning photographs will be announced on November 19th during the World Conservation Forum. 

Prizes to be awarded:

· The first prize of the competition is a cash prize of US$ 1000. 

· The second and third prize will receive "The Red Book: The extinction crisis face to face" of IUCN. 

Winners will be notified subsequent to the World Conservation Congress and will receive their respective prizes by mail or courier.

ENTRY RULES: 

1. There is no entry fee.
2. The competition is open to both amateur and professional photographers
3. Each photograph must be original and taken by the participant 

4. Entrants must hold the copyright of the photo or the rights to publish, distribute and exhibit the photographs submitted
5. Each photograph should be in electronic form. Each image must be provided either in TIFF, EPS or uncompressed JPEG file. Digital manipulation is not allowed. The file resolution should be at least 2490/3510 pixels
6. A competitor may send as many photographs as she/he wishes, but will be allowed to win only once
7. Each photo entry must be accompanied by the following information:

a. Extended Caption of the Photograph, including the name of the invasive species shown

b. Short annotation (50-100 words) written by the photographer on his/her insights of the subject and its significance in any of the IUCN official languages (English, French or Spanish)

c. Date and place where the photograph was taken

d. Photographer's full name, nationality and address
8. IUCN may use all entries for the purpose of promoting environmental awareness on invasive species worldwide: 

* By entering the competition, you grant IUCN the full right of use of all photos, including in its publications and exhibitions. Full credit will be given to the photographer.  

* winning photographs may be published in the media reporting on the results of the competition

9. The entrant is responsible for obtaining any permits required to photograph protected places, animals or plant species. The entrant is also solely responsible for any claim or complaint that may be filed by a party who has rights to a person(s), building(s), trademark(s) or any other subjects depicted in the entered photograph.

10. Deadline for submission is October 22nd.

11. The decision of the jury will be final.

The IUCN Photographic Competition has no political or other motive, other than raising awareness about the problems posed by invasive species worldwide.

Biodiversity Loss and Species Extinction:

Managing Risk in a Changing World

Sub-Component – Invasive Species and Biodiversity

Background: 

IUCN 3rd World Conservation Congress: PEOPLE AND NATURE - ONLY ONE WORLD

The 3rd IUCN World Conservation Congress will be held from 17 to 25 November 2004, in Bangkok, Thailand, under the theme "People and Nature - only one world". At the Congress, the conservation community will present more comprehensive, accurate and up to date evidence on the state of biodiversity on our planet than ever before. The Congress will encompass three key elements: IUCN Commission meetings, the World Conservation Forum and the Members’ Business Assembly. 

The World Conservation Forum (18-20 November) will convene over 3,000 of the world’s leading specialists and practitioners to address the key challenges in conservation and sustainable development today.  Through the Forum, IUCN aims to explore and demonstrate how conservation knowledge relates to many of the world’s most pressing development and sustainability challenges – be they productivity, poverty, peoples’ rights to a healthy environment or profitable enterprises. 

The Forum through Global Synthesis Workshops and a series of related events and platforms will look at challenges through four broad themes: • Ecosystem Management – Bridging sustainability and productivity • Health, Poverty and Conservation - Responding to the challenge of human well-being • Biodiversity Loss and Species Extinction - Managing risk in a changing world • Markets, Business and the Environment - Strengthening corporate social responsibility, law and policy.

The “Biodiversity Loss and Species Extinction” workshop aims to review the current status of species diversity with particular emphasis on the findings of the 2004 IUCN Red List of Threatened Species.  We will look at previous discussions held among conservation and development leaders, including the World Summit on Sustainable Development and the IUCN World Parks Congress, to review the conservation tools in use today, their implementation and their effectiveness.  This global synthesis workshop will be run in three sub-themes focusing on three risks to biodiversity and species. One of these sub-themes will be dealing with Alien Invasive Species and their impact on biodiversity and livelihoods.

The key objectives of the “Coping with Aliens” sub-theme is to highlight the impact that Alien Invasive Species have on biodiversity and on socio-economic sectors and to make decision makers recognize the importance of addressing Alien Invasive Species as a key element to biodiversity conservation, and in the sustainable development agenda.  It also intends to show that there are solutions to the invasives problems, and that lessons from some countries that have successfully managed invasions (and the threat of same) are transmissible to less fortunate nations with less experience and capacity.
