LOCATION: 1.4 MILES EAST OF WV 16, ON CALHOUN COUNTY ROUTE 16/25, (RIGHT FORK, CRUMMIES CREEK ROAD) 2.3 MILES SOUTH INTERSECTION OF WV ROUTE 16 AND US 33/119 IN ARNOLDSBURG. (ALSO, 1.4 MILES OFF WV 16, ABOUT 16.5 MILES NORTH OF I 79 EXIT 40.)  Once you leave WV 16 bear to the right, crossing a low water bridge about 7/10 of a mile from WV 16 and follow Right Fork Road to the meeting point.





GENERAL OVERVIEW





The intention of the program is to highlight the growing impact of invasives on long term forest management.  The program will also include a discussion of the 2005 WV ginseng law and how to recognize exceptionally healthy or unusual understory plant populations.  The afternoon session will take place in a fertile upland location that has a severe Ailanthus invasion.
