Mark Thurmond, USDA, Animal Plant Health Inspection Service-Plant Protection Quarantine, National CITES Coordinator, will present a short overview of APHIS-PPQ inspection of American ginseng inspection at U.S. ports.

In anticipation of our 2006 and future findings, we are seeking public input on the wild status, production, and export of American ginseng.  We are particularly interested in new information on the status and biology of wild American ginseng, and the production and export of wild-simulated and woodsgrown American ginseng.

We will discuss the Federal regulatory framework for the export of American ginseng and the control of international trade in American ginseng. We will also discuss the different CITES definitions as they are applied to American ginseng grown under different production systems and how these systems affect the export of ginseng roots.
