STEP – What is it?
 The Surface Transportation Environment and Planning Cooperative Research Program
is the ONLY mechanism that the Federal Highway Administration (Planning and Environment)  has at this time to provide funding for applied research.  It offers $16.875 million per year for fiscal years 2006-2009 to implement cooperative research.  The Program was established by the 2005 transportation bill – SAFETEA LU, 23 U.S.C. 507.

How to use STEP:  

Consider what we still need to learn about highway corridors, vegetation, wildlife, wetlands, endangered species, brown fields, and water quality.  We are open to applied research to solve our problems or support environmental stewardship in a fast-changing future.  

What we learn will affect future highway policy, best management practices/standards, and the environment in which we live.  Public-private partnerships, as well as multilevel interagency, or multidisciplinary research teams are highly regarded in this process.

Highways connect us all and our environmental team seeks efficient and effective ecological solutions.
