DUTIES:
The Forest Botanist (FB) serves the Modoc National Forest, an area comprised of 1.6 

million acres and divided into four Ranger Districts (Warner Mountain, Big Valley, Doublehead and Devil’s Garden). The forest contains many different ecosystems, including sage steppe, eastside pine, riparian, and high-elevation white-fir dominated habitats, resulting in great botanical diversity and unique ecosystems.
The duties are the management of threatened and endangered (T&E) and Sensitive plant programs, preparation of biological evaluations for proposed projects, inventories, and monitoring populations of T&E and Sensitive plants throughout the Modoc Forest.
The FB prepares and/or reviews botanical or environmental analysis reports and assessments to ensure that botanical resources and ecosystem integrity are adequately addressed and considered.

The FB also performs on-the-ground investigations of complex ecological and botanical conditions in support of botany or other resource project accomplishments, and maintains a current inventory of all Endangered, Threatened, and Sensitive plant species.

The FB will also provide contractual input by writing technical contract specifications for ecological studies, botanical investigations, and plant surveys. 

The position involves both outdoor and sedentary office work, which includes the responsibility of work leader for a GS-9 botanist and service on interdisciplinary teams with other resource specialists. The FB is supervised by the Forest Rangeland Management Program Leader.

FOREST:
The Modoc National Forest is located in the northeast corner of California, mainly in rural Modoc County.  The landscapes we manage include vast lava flows with sparse vegetation, lush grasslands, and juniper, aspen, and mixed conifer forests.  The Forest extends from the Great Basin on the East across the Warner Mountains, Devil’s Garden, and Modoc Plateau to the Cascade Range on the west, and is further bounded by the Oregon state line to the north and Madeline Plains to the south.  The Modoc Forest manages wildlife, range, recreation, timber, mineral, and fire suppression programs.  Specialists working here include foresters, wildlife biologists, range conservationists, botanists, engineers, business management, and public relations professionals.  We enjoy excellent working relationships with tribal, county, state, and other federal agencies.
DUTY 

LOCATION:  
The Supervisor’s Office is located is Alturas, CA, which has a population of 3000, and is the county seat of Modoc County. Alturas is a full service community with a hospital, doctors, public schools, businesses, and recreational facilities. The cost of living is reasonable. Home costs range from $100,000 to $250,000. Rentals for 2-3 bedrooms are approximately $350-$550. The public school system provides instruction for grades K-12 and offers numerous extra-curricular activities. Additionally, the Lassen College Extension Office offers a variety of night courses. Alturas also has various churches representing many denominations.
