About the Position
The Intermountain Region will soon advertise a GS-0430-12/13 Regional Botany Program Manager position located in the Regional Office, Ogden, Utah.  
The incumbent serves as Regional Botany Program Manager, responsible for providing long-range planning, program direction, and the establishment of program standards, objectives, and priorities of Threatened, Endangered, Proposed, Candidate and Sensitive Species (TEPCS) plants, native plant materials, and coordination related to invasive species for National Forest System lands in the Region.  The incumbent serves as the principal coordinator for these programs and activities on National Forests, and with other Federal, State, and private agencies and organizations.

The Region
The Intermountain Region in Ogden, Utah provides administrative oversight and support to eleven National Forests and one National Grassland in Utah, Nevada, western Wyoming, and southern and central

 and covers 31,816,792 acres in the National Forest Systems.  There are approximately 2200 permanent employees in Region 4.

The Community
The regional office is located in Ogden, Utah (www.ogdencity.com) in northern Utah.  Ogden has a diverse population of 83,000.  A full service community, Ogden is located in Weber County, Utah (www.echamber.cc), which has a population of 222,000.  Ogden is one hour north of Salt Lake City and one hour south of the Idaho border on Interstate 15.  The Ogden area has major city amenities, from professional and minor league sports, to fine dining, theater, concerts, museums and other social and cultural opportunities. 

Housing
Housing availability is high in Ogden and surrounding communities.  House rentals begin at approximately $650 per month and average about $1,000 per month.  2-bedroom apartment rentals average about $750 per month.  The median cost of homes purchased recently marketed in the Ogden/Weber County area is $150,000 - $180,000; while condominiums start at $100,000.  Cost of utilities is reasonable.

Educational Facilities  
Ogden and Weber County include two public school districts and 7 private schools, which offer K-12 education.  Ogden Weber Applied technology Center is a fully accredited technical skills training center and Weber State University and Utah State University offer higher education opportunities.
