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(Framingham, MA) New England Wild Flower Society has unveiled a new name, tagline, and website—all designed to better educate and engage people in the work of conserving and promoting native plants. The new name—Native Plant Trust—was selected after a comprehensive brand strategy project that included staff, volunteers, trustees, donors, and members.  The new tagline—conserving and promoting New England’s native plants—was derived from the organization’s mission to “conserve and promote the region’s native plants to ensure healthy, biologically diverse landscapes.”
