Seed Collection Protocol for Indian Ricegrass (Achnatherum hymenoides (Roem. & Schult.) Barkworth).
The goal is to sample Indian ricegrass over a wide area, especially in the Great Basin for common garden studies to develop adaptation zones for revegetation.  To ensure environmental diversity we want to collect populations within as many level IV Ecoregions as possible.  A population will be defined as a group of plants growing in the same general area and occupying the same general environment, such as a meadow, hillside, or drainage. 

Data needed:

1. Use the SOS data sheet as for all collections.

2. Collect a bulk sample of seed from 50 or more plants according to SOS protocol.  This will provide the seed needed for storage, regeneration, distribution for research through the National Plant Germplasm System.
3. Also collect seed from four maternal plants collected 5 m apart when possible, labeled, and all placed in separate bags.  These are the families within the collection location and are needed for the common garden study to assess genetic variation among collection locations.
