· Send MSB a species list of all CITES collections prior to shipment, m.way@kew.org
· Do not send herbarium vouchers of CITES listed species to MSB, distribute them domestically.
· Only send 100% cleaned seed of CITES listed species to MSB, anything less than that will be destroyed. This has been the unfortunate fate of several collections this year. 
· Additional emphasis will be placed on the shipment of CITES species at all SOS training courses from here on out.
