Shipping to Bend: Update from Nita Rauch
· When sending multiple shipments of the same collection, place a note in the box that more material from the same collection might be coming at a later date. 
· Always include your SOS field data form, only the first page with collection information is required.
· Include shipping ticket on the outside of the box or print on the outside of the box.
Bend Clearance Form

· Ok to include all collections of a shipment on one clearance form – saves time, paper.

· Specify the date you need the material returned – otherwise it will be processed in the order in which it came

· Small collections (<10,000) seeds that are in need of return will be handled on a collection by collection basis. To speed up this process please include some sort of narrative of how the collection will be used. 

Collection Data Forms

· Always send with Bend Clearance Forms

Distribution Requests

· Inventory of available material was sent out over the listserv.
· Full collection information is available for collections of interest – just let Mary know what you might be interested in.

· Feel free to distribute the inventory to other Native Plant Materials Development partners

· Requests are due October 1, 2009
