Collecting Season Summary (accomplishments and challenges):

Summary:

The Burns District had four Native Plant Material projects for 2010. Collections of target species for each project were accomplished as planned by Douglas Linn and his crew. Local displaced workers were utilized as a seed collection team with excellent results. The same workers will be returning as seasonal employees for FY11 to continue the collections started in 2009 and 2010. Staff members for 2010 were Douglas Linn (Project Leader and Plant Conservationist), as well as the following field crew members: Edward Moulton, Randy Tiller, Rose Keller, Cody Allen, and Morgan Lawson. 2010 seed collection efforts were very successful. The Burns District Native Plant Materials Program has continued to improve performance over our prior efforts.

The first three projects will continue in 2011. The stimulus project was a one-time effort. 
Accomplishments:
Thirty six units of JZ were assigned to the Burns District Native Plant Program. The quality of our seed was noted by Nita Rauch (Bend Seed Extractory). Logistics involved in managing 4 seed collection projects spread over 2.5 million acres was handled successfully through early planning and highly coordinated site visitation.
Challenges:
Early in the collection season we experienced sustained rainfall events in the salt desert shrub community which induced mold growth in several collections. Later in the collection season we experienced early snowfall on Steens Mountain impairing our ability to continue collections on a handful of higher altitude species. Of the thirty six completed collections, thirty were very high quality while six had either mold or seed maturity issues. Another 5 species were attempted, but weather and other factors such as grazing or grasshoppers reduced our opportunities significantly.
The Burns District was short one PFT Botanist for the entire FY10 field season complicating efforts. All District botanical and native plant material duties were performed by one PFT Botanist. In early FY11 an additional staff member was added.
